Classes and Individual Fiddle Coaching

Classes begin Wednesday September 9, 2009 and continue through Wednesday
June, 16, 2010. Classes are held on two to three Wednesdays per month at
6:30—7:30 pm at Cardel Place, Genstar Community Wing, in the Administration
Area. There are 25 classes in the 2009-2010 course year.

All students have a 45-minute private fiddle lesson each month. These coaching sessions are usually sched-
uled for the Wednesday evenings when we do not have fiddle class.

Membership in the Northern Hills Fiddlers costs $725.00 per year. This fee covers all classes, recitals and
performances during the year. Students joining us after September 9th will pay a reduced, pro-rated fee
based on the actual date of enrollment.

A non-refundable $25.00 registration deposit is required at the time of registration. This fee is used to offset
the cost for printing, photocopies, and other teaching supplies.

Missing Classes

The fee pays for the “slot” of time when the fiddle class is scheduled. Therefore, if the student misses a
class for any reason, it cannot be rescheduled. If a fiddler has a serious illness or emergency requiring hos-
pitalization, and the illness can be documented with a doctor’s note, it is possible to schedule a limited num-
ber of individual fiddle coaching sessions to help the student catch up with the rest of the group. There will
be no returns of money for missed classes.

Performances

We play recitals in January and June, and give approximately five to 10 community performances per year.
You will be given as much advance notice about upcoming performances as possible so that you can ar-
range to be there. Performance times and locations are announced in class and sent to you by email. Fid-
dlers are expected to attend all performances because every member of the Northern Hills Fiddlers is im-
portant and your absence affects the entire ensemble! If you must miss a performance for a very important
reason, please provide prior notification in writing.

Cancellation policy

A minimum of one months’ notice, or payment in lieu of notice, is required if membership in the Northern
Hills Fiddlers must be discontinued. Un-cashed cheques will then be retuned to the student, but there will
be no monetary refunds for classes not attended.

Books and CDs

We recommend that new fiddlers purchase the “The Fiddle Club” Introductory
book and “Of Course You Can Play Fiddle Harmony” by Gordon Stobbe because
many of our tunes are in these books. You will also be provided with binder of
fiddle music.




Some of our students play pieces from “The Fiddle Club” books 1 and 2, and you may wish to purchase these
books at a later time .

Other supplies
You will need to bring your own music stand to class....and your fiddle, of course.

Practicing at home five times a week is expected.

e Fiddlers should practice a minimum of 15 to 30 minutes per day.

e We encourage you to perform all pieces without music. If you listen to the tunes every day, memorizing the
pieces will be easier.

You are expected to be a team player

+Ensemble playing is different from playing a solo piece. Fiddlers need to listen to each other and play together.

+Some of our fiddlers are intermediate players, and some of our fiddlers are beginners. Every fiddler is impor-
tant, and everyone has a role to play.

+Sometimes you will play second fiddle, sometimes you will play first fiddle, or third fiddle. Each part is very
important in producing the perfect sound.

+If you are a beginning fiddler, you probably won’t be able to play the more advanced pieces that the more ex-
perienced players are working on. Even when you can’t play a piece, the group still needs you for rhythm and
for harmonization. There is always something you can contribute to a performance.

Dress Code
0 Hoodies and thick-knit turtle-neck sweaters must not be worn to fiddle class. The bulkiness at the neck gets in
the way of holding the instrument.

Attitude: If you don’t want to learn, I am not able to teach you.

Parents, no matter how much you want your child to learn,...if they are not willing, I cannot teach them. I will not
fight with your child. Fiddlers need to be willing to work cooperatively with the other students and to accept di-
rection from the instructors. A bad attitude will result in your child leaving class that day.
